Parking: When you come in to work the first day 
you’ll need to know where to park.  Faculty parking 
lots are behind the orange and green buildings.  
Staff must display parking tags while on campus.  
Parking in the front lot is limited to visitors and front 
office staff.  Sheri Hungler has parking tags if you 
have lost yours or need one. 
 
Mail: You’ve got mail!  Teacher mailboxes are 
located in the main office.  Your mail is placed in 
the box above your name.  You should empty your 
mailbox daily.  Teachers may not send students to 
the mailboxes to retrieve mail or ask office staff for 
their mail.  Students are not permitted in the main 
office workroom or learning community break 
rooms. 
 
Keys: You’re also probably wondering how to get 
your keys.  Teachers are issued keys to their 
classrooms and a FOB for their building.  Keys will 
be available on the first day of the planning week 
(more info to come). Lock your classroom every 
time you leave, even for short periods. Do not give 
students your keys. Keys will be available from 
Sheri Hungler when temporary access is needed to 
other areas of the school.  The FOB electronic 
entry system at each assistant principal's side door 
allows entry into your building from 6:30 am until 
6:30 pm daily. If you have problems, email Jill 
Cortier.  
 
There is a monitored alarm on the main office, 
media center, and cafeteria.  Do not try to access 
these buildings during weekends or other days that 
the school is closed.  
 
ID Badges: All staff members will be issued ID 
badges. If you are new, or have not had your 
picture taken, please listen for announcements 
during planning week.
